Memorial Garden Update

Some may ask, “Why doesn’t Marian cut everything down to the ground in the fall?”. The answer to that is multi-fold.
Most importantly, many pollinators and other insects need a place to over-winter. Some do this as eggs, pupae or adults.
Leaving plants low to the ground and allowing leaf litter will help pollinators and, in turn, help plants. Marian didn’t know
this a few years ago, but now she does and wants to help the little buggers. Leaf litter also protects plants and small ani-
mals from frost. Secondly, leaving different levels in the garden will make it look prettier when the snow falls. Also, Marian
hates to cut things down when they still have some color. Lastly, yard waste pickup ends on the last Tuesday in Novem-
ber. After that, there is no disposal other than possibly burning over at the Bramm homestead. It looks messy and wilted
come late winter, early spring, but Marian will be on the job to kickstart things again. Well, not until temps reach 50 de-
grees consistently. That is the recommendation for pollinating insects.
